Final Project: The Search for Authenticity

Directions: Your job is to create an “authentic” Revolutionary War era artifact. To do so, you may choose from among the following choices:

1. Become Esther Forbes! Write the “missing chapter” of Johnny Tremain: “Rab’s Story”. This should be told from Rab’s point of view, and should cover the events from the time he left Johnny, to his being injured on Lexington Green. Use authentic dialogue and authentic narrative to convey Rab’s Story!

2. Become Paul Revere! Create a “Paul revere-style engraving” propaganda-piece showing a one-sided view of what happened at Lexington Green. The piece should include a clear and detailed picture (colored), complete with title and a written propagandized description done in an authentic style, with an authentic voice and a clear perspective.

3. Become an artistic British sympathizer! Do the above bullet (#2), but from a Loyalist perspective. Include all the same components, but do it from this different point of view.

4. Become a Revolutionary War Era Poet! Create the artistic “engraving” mentioned above, but instead of creating a “newspaper” or narrative account, create an authentic Revolutionary War period-style-poem (or song) to accompany the artwork. Poems must project a clear point of view of either the Patriots or Loyalists. The purpose of the poem should be to persuade or to inspire. Poems must be at least 3 stanzas in length, and should accurately portray the events of Lexington Green. Poems should use vivid language to set a specific tone and mood.
All written components should be typed or done in caligraphy, and should include a title and correct spelling. Projects should be mounted and/or framed “museum style”.
